Application Eligibility
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• Students of full-time studies within below listed majors (English or Polish):
➢ Global Business, Finance and Governance,
➢ International Economics, or
➢ Management 
(Students must successfully complete of the first two years of study at their home institution by July 31, 2021 
in order to maintain eligibility.)

• The program is open to non-Chinese passport holders only. 

• Applicants of non-English taught programs, official English proficiency test scores must be submitted.
(with a TOEFL score of 100 or more or an IELTS score of 6.5 or more.)
